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1. PREAMBLE

3. ECONOMIC SCENARIO

By the end of fiscal, hopes of a turnaround in the economic situation were in the air with Reserve Bank

of India expected to cut key lending rates and Government expected to initiate measures to contain the

widening fiscal deficit. While the economy grew at a reasonable pace in the first quarter of the previous

fiscal, there was continuous moderation in economic growth till the end of the fiscal as global economic

situation deteriorated owing to the worsening sovereign debt problems in the Euro area. The political

situation in the country, monetary action by RBI to contain inflation, rising fiscal and current account

deficits also contributed to the lower than expected economic growth.

a) Gross Domestic Product (GDP)

GDP at factor cost at constant prices grew to ` 52,02,514 crore in 2011-12 against ` 48,85,954

crore in 2010-11 showing  a moderate growth of 6.5%. At Current Prices, GDP at factor cost grew

by 15%. to ` 82,32,652 crore over the Quick Estimates of GDP for the year 2010-11 of ` 71,57,412

crore.

Growth in Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing was relatively lower at 2.8% as compared to 7% in the

previous fiscal.

The growth in Industry too moderated to 2.6% compared to 6.8% in 2010-11 led by significant fall

in growth of Mining, Manufacturing and Construction. The growth in average General IIP moderated

to 2.9% with significant fall in growth rates of all the Use Base indices except Consumer Non

Durables.

Growth in Services though, moderated only slightly to 8.9% from 9.2%.

On the expenditure side, both Private and Government Consumption declined as percentage of

GDP while Gross Fixed Capital Formation too was lower at 29.5% and 32% respectively of GDP

from 30.4% to 32.5% respectively in the previous financial year. Thus, there was significant decline

in both consumption and investment.

b) Gross Domestic Saving (GDS)

Gross Domestic Savings at current prices in 2010-11 were ` 24,81,931 crore as per quick

estimates. The share of Gross Domestic Savings to Gross Domestic Product at market prices

declined in 2010-11 to 32.3% from 33.8% in 2009-10. Savings of household sector as percentage

of GDP fell sharply to 22.8% in 2010-11 from 25.4% in 2009-10. Share of household sector in

Gross Domestic Savings too fell to 70.5% in 2010-11 after rising to 75.1% in 2009-10 compared

to 73.8% in 2008-09. Share of financial savings of household sector in Gross Domestic Savings

fell to 30.9% from 38.3% in 2009-10. In absolute terms Gross Domestic savings rose by 18.8%

compared to 14.7% in 2009-10. While total household savings rose by 6.7% in 2010-11 there was

a decline of 8.1% in financial savings.

The share of funds of LIC and private insurers rose to 23.1% of Gross Financial savings against

22.2% in 2010-11. The share of deposits in Gross financial savings rose to 52.8% from 45.6% in

2010-11.
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c) Fiscal Position

The Combined Gross Fiscal Deficit of Central and State Governments stood at 8.2% of GDP in
2011-12 compared to 6.9% in 2010-11. It is estimated to be at 7.1% for Financial Year 2012-13.

The Fiscal Deficit of the Central Government is budgeted at 5.1% of GDP in 2012-13 against an
estimate of 5.9% in 2011-12.

The combined tax revenue of Central and State Governments increased by 17.2% to ` 14,54,935
crore in 2011-12 with direct taxes increasing by 18.3% to ` 5,97,460 crore and indirect taxes by
17.2% to ` 8,62,001 crore. While the gross revenue of Central Government rose by 18.5% to
` 9,32,440 crore, the rise in revenue of State Governments was 16.1% to ` 5,27,021 crore.

The combined Developmental, Non Developmental Expenditure and other expenditures of Central
and State Governments increased by 7.1% to ` 24,14, 027 crore in 2011-12. While Developmental
expenses increased by 5.2% to ` 14,16,484 crore, Non Developmental expenses rose by 9.7% to
` 9,65,306 crore.

The ratio of tax revenues of Central and State Governments to GDP at market prices was 16.4%
in 2011-12 against 16.2% in 2010-11.

d) Monetary Conditions

The Reserve Bank continued its focus on containing inflation throughout the year. As a result
Repo Rates were revised upwards five times during the year from 6.8% to 8.5%. However, as to
counter tight liquidity situation, CRR was revised downwards from 6% to 5.5% during the last
quarter of the fiscal.

e) Inflation

Inflationary pressures continued unabated till November 2011 despite the monetary tightening by
RBI. Though the Wholesale Price Index moderated in the last four months, the decline was not on
expected lines and the fiscal ended with year on year rise in WPI at 7.7% for March 2012. The rise
in average WPI for the year was 8.9% with 9.8% rise in Primary Articles, 14% in Fuel and Power
and 7.3% in Manufactured Products.

The consumer price index for industrial workers (CPI-IW) continued to be in the range of 9 to10%
till November 2011. Thereafter it moderated to 5.3% by January 2012 before rising again to 8.6%
by March 2012.

f) Equity and Debt Market

The monthly weighted average of call money rates increased steadily from 6.6% in April 2011 to
reach a high of 9.2% in March 2012.

The equity markets remained rangebound throughout the year with market capitalization at BSE
decreasing from ` 68,36,878 crore in March 2011 and ` 69,05,753 crore in April 2011 to ` 62,09,535
crore in March 2012. The average market capitalization dipped substantially in the months of
November 2011 and December 2011 to ` 56,69,232 crore and ` 53,45,766 crore respectively
before regaining the levels seen earlier in the year. The decrease in Market Capitalization at NSE
was also significantly higher from ` 67,02,616 crore in March 2011 and ` 67,53,614 crore in April
2011 to ` 60,96,518 crores in March 2012.

The sluggish growth in US, worsening sovereign debt situation accompanied by stagnant growth
in the Euro Zone and monetary response to inflationary pressures by RBI continued to affect the
investment sentiment. The measures initiated by way of increased FII limit in Government Securities
and Corporate Bonds, Direct Investment by Qualified Institutional Investor (QFI) in Indian Equity
Markets and Changes in Re-investment Period of FII Debt Limit had limited impact. The ratio of
market cap to GDP at current prices at the end of the financial year reduced significantly for both
NSE & BSE from 87% to 69% & from 89% to 70% respectively.  New Capital issues by non
government public limited companies declined from 70 to 49 and the amount mobilized too was
significantly lower at ` 8152 crore compared to ` 24830 crore in the previous financial year. The
net outgo of mutual funds was ` 43,744 crore during the year. The aggregate deposits by NBFC
sector too declined from ` 11977 crore to ` 9551 crore. In Contrast bonds issued by public sector
undertakings increased to ` 85599 crore compared to ` 53608 crore in the previous year. Private
placements too saw some decline from ` 2,38,396 crore to ` 2,17,982 crore.
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g) Global Scenario

Global economic conditions show some signs of improvement with modest growth in US economy
accompanied by increased consumer spend and declining unemployment rates. However growth
in world output declined to 3.9% in 2011 compared to 5.3% in 2010. The growth of advanced
economies declined to 1.6% from 3.2% while growth in emerging and developing economies
was 6.2% against 7.5% in 2010. After the surge in global trade in 2010, there was a slight decline
during 2011.

During the financial year India’s exports grew by 21.3% to US$304.6 billions (` 14,59,281 crore)
while imports rose by 32.4% to US$489.4 billions (`23,45,973 crore). The corresponding growth
in exports and imports in the previous fiscal was 40.5% and 28.2% respectively. As a result the
trade deficit was higher at US$184.8 billions (` 8,86,692) crore against US$118.6 billions
(` 5,40,545 crore) in the previous fiscal.

The Current Account Deficit went up to over 4% of GDP from about 2.5% of GDP in the previous
fiscal. Foreign investment inflows were marginally down at US$64.0 billions compared to US$66.3
billions in the previous year. Direct investments were higher by 33.6% while portfolio investments
were down by 44.7%.

India’s external debt in rupee term was ` 17,67,702 crore (US$345.8 billions ) at March 2012
compared to ` 13,66,292 crore (US$305.9 billions ) at March 2011. The country’s foreign exchange
reserves depleted slightly to US$294.4 billion from US$304.8 billion.

h) Insurance Sector

The change in life funds during 2010-11 was ` 2,52,918 crore compared to ` 2,24,487 crore in
2009-10 showing a growth of 12.7%.

The life insurance industry recovered some of the lost ground in the second half year after Total
First Premium declined by 21.4% and number of new policies declined by 16.5% in the first half
year. Total First Year Premium of life insurers declined by 9.2% to ` 1,14,233 crore in FY 2011-12
compared to ` 1,25,826 crore in the previous fiscal while the number of new policies declined by
8.2% for the entire year.

The market share of Life Insurance Corporation of India increased to 71.4% in Total First Year
Premium and to 80.9% in individual New Business policies. In Group insurance premium  the
market share increased to 78.5%.

4. MACRO ECONOMIC FACTORS THAT AFFECTED LIFE INSURANCE BUSINESS
The Financial Year (FY) 2011-12 has been very challenging in managing growth. Global uncertainties
and domestic cyclical and structural factors lowered the growth to below seven per cent in 2011-12.
Growth also slowed down in emerging and developing economies reflecting the combined impact of
monetary tightening and slowdown in global growth. Economic growth decelerated last year, dropping
from 8.4 per cent in 2010-11 to 5.3 per cent in the fourth quarter of 2011-12. Growth in the services
sector held up relatively well. The Index of Industrial Production (IIP) growth has even moved into
negative territory in some of the months of FY 2011-12. IIP growth for FY 2011-12 was 2.8% as compared
to 8.3% last year.

Inflation remained persistently high during the most part of FY 2011-12 due to increased crude &
commodity prices. This has put risk to growth as interest rates were kept at higher band for controlling
inflation. The headline WPI inflation, which remained above 9 per cent during April-November 2011,
moderated to 6.9 per cent by end-March 2012.  This was reflected in the policy rates hikes by RBI during
2011-12. The repo rate was 6.75% in the beginning of the year which increased to 8.5% as on 31st

March 2012. The high interest rate regime has moderated the credit demand in the economy thereby
resulting into reduced credit off-take.

Money market rates remained elevated reflecting deficit liquidity conditions. In view of the tight liquidity
conditions in the system, call rate remained at levels above the policy (repo) rate during second - half
of 2011-12. The prevailing deficit liquidity conditions prompted a few banks to access funds from the
Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) window.

The yield on the government securities declined initially and was range-bound for most of Q4 reflecting
improved sentiment on account of the Open Market Operations (OMO) by the Reserve Bank, an increase
in the ceiling for investment in government securities by foreign institutional investors (FIIs) and
expectation of moderation in inflation. Following the Union Budget announcement of a higher than
anticipated market borrowing programme and the subsequent issuance of auction calendar for dated
securities, the 10 year yield rose steadily to 8.63 per cent by 30.03.2012.

g) Social Security Schemes

Janashree Bima Yojana

The Janashree Bima Yojana (JBY) was launched in August 2000. The Scheme has replaced
Social Security Group Insurance Scheme (SSGIS) and Rural Group Life Insurance Scheme
(RGLIS). 45 occupational groups have been covered under this scheme. It is for people
who are below poverty line or marginally above poverty line.
The Scheme provides for an insurance cover of ` 30,000/- on natural death. On death/ total
permanent disability due to accident, the benefit is ` 75,000/-. On partial permanent disability
due to accident, the benefit is ` 37,500/-. The premium for the scheme is ` 200/- per
member, 50 per cent premium under the scheme is met out of Social Security Fund. The
balance premium is borne by the member and/ or Nodal Agency. As on 31st March 2012,
about 220.56 lakh people have been covered.

Shiksha Sahayog Yojana

The scheme was launched on 31st December 2001, with the object to lessen the burden of
parents in meeting the educational expenses of their children. It provides scholarships to
children of members of Janashree Bima Yojana and who are studying in 9th to 12th standard
(including ITI courses).

A scholarship amount of ` 600/- per half year, per child, is paid for a maximum period of four
years and for maximum two children of a member.

No premium is charged for this benefit. During the financial year 2011-2012 scholarships
were disbursed to 20,90,972 beneficiaries amounting to ` 176.24 crore.

Aam Admi Bima Yojana
Aam Admi Bima Yojana, a new Social Security Scheme for rural landless household was
launched on 2nd October, 2007 at the hands of the then Hon’ble Finance Minister at Shimla.
The head of the family or one earning member in the family of rural landless household is
covered under the scheme. The premium of ` 200/- per person per annum is shared
equally by the Central Government and the State Government. Head of the family or one
earning member of the family aged between 18 and 59 years is covered for an amount of
`  30,000/- under the scheme. In case of death or total disability(including loss of 2 eyes/2
limbs) due to accident, a sum of ` 75,000/- and in case of partial permanent disability (loss
1 eye/1 limb) due to accident, a sum of  ` 37,500/- is payable to the nominee/beneficiary.
2,02,58,390 heads of the families of rural landless households were covered under the
scheme as on 31.03.2012.

A free add-on benefit for the children of the members of Aam Admi Bima Yojana is provided
under the scheme. A scholarship at the rate of ` 100/- per month is given to maximum two
children studying between IX to XII Standard payable half yearly on 1st July and 1st January
each year. During the financial year 2011-2012 scholarship were disbursed to 4,44,750
children amounting to ` 46.39 crore.
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h) First Insurance

In pursuance of the Corporate objectives of providing insurance cover to more and more
people, greater emphasis is laid on covering individuals who have no previous insurance
on their lives.  During the financial year 2011-12, 294.89 lakh individuals were insured for
the first time for a total sum assured of ` 450957.95 crore as against the previous year’s
figures of 311.51 lakh policies for sum assured of ` 413075.18 crore.  The ratio of First
Insurance to the Total Business completed for the year comes to 82.55 % and 88.62 % in
respect of number of policies and sum assured respectively.

i) Rural Thrust:

Sustained and conscious efforts are made to carry the message of Life Insurance to the
rural areas, especially the backward and remote areas.  As a result, there has been steady
growth of new business from these areas.

As per the definition of rural/social sector approved by IRDA, the New Business from rural
areas amounts to sum assured of ` 100052.00 crore under 11717769 policies representing
32.80 % and 19.66 % share of policies and Sum Assured respectively completed during the
financial year 2011-12.

SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

It  has  been  the  constant  endeavour of the Corporation to provide security to as  many  people as

possible and to channelise the savings mobilised for the welfare  of  the  people at  large.

To meet this end, the Corporation has been promoting social welfare through investments in

Infrastructure and Social Sector which includes:

*  Projects/Schemes for generation and transmission of Power,

*  Housing Sector,

*  Water Supply and Sewerage Projects/Schemes,

*  Development of Roads, Bridges & Road Transport.

The total Investment in these sectors during 2011-12 was ` 27,398.10 crore as indicated in Table 7.

The investments as at 31.03.2012 by way of Central, State and Other Government Guaranteed

Marketable Securities, Loans, Debentures & Equity Investments in Infrastructure and Social Sector

amounts to ` 8,19,835.28 crore.

III. LIC Golden Jubilee Foundation

LIC Golden Jubilee Foundation was established in the year 2006 as a part of LIC’s Corporate

Social Responsibility. The objectives of the Foundation are relief of poverty or distress, advancement

of education, medical relief and advancement of any other object of general public utility. As on

31.03.2012 LIC has provided a corpus of `100 crore to the Foundation and the interest earned is

utilized for funding various projects for charitable purposes. Since inception the Foundation has

supported NGOs dedicated to the above areas through 211 projects which are located across the

country. The Foundation has reached out to many deprived sections of society through the

infrastructural support provided in the above areas.

LIC Golden Jubilee Scholarship Scheme provides scholarships at the rate of `10,000/-p.a to children

from economically weaker sections of the society to pursue higher education till they complete their

graduation /professional course. Approximately  over 4660 students have benefited from the scheme

so far.

 b) PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT

In a competitive market, there is a greater need to provide insurance products that meet the

needs of our customers. LIC therefore offers a wide variety of products, which fulfills the needs

of different segments of the society. As at the end of the financial year 2011-12, the Corporation

had 50 individual products available for sale.

During the year Corporation introduced 3 new plans for individuals viz. LIC’s Jeevan Arogya,

LIC’s Jeevan Ankur and LIC’s Jeevan Vriddhi.
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c) BANCASSURANCE & ALTERNATE CHANNELS

Bancassurance and Alternate Channels completed 5,92,978 Number of Policies (NOP) and
` 1207.50 crore First Premium Income (FPI), during 2011-12. The B &AC share to total business
was 1.66% in NOP and 4.17% in FPI.

Banks have contributed 76.78% of NOP and 90.92% of FPI to the total Bancassurance and
Alternate Channel business. During the year, Corporate Agents have completed 131546 NOP
and ` 92.23 crore of FPI.The contribution of the Corporate Agents thus being 22.18% in NOP
and 7.64% in FPI. The contribution of brokers was 1.03% in NOP and 1.44% in FPI. The Bima
Bank campaign has encouraged New Business performance and No. of Bima Banks crossed
3,000 mark as against last year’s corresponding 2,000 Bima Banks.

d) MICRO INSURANCE

Micro Insurance (MI) business vertical continued its splendid march towards success in the
financial year 2011-12. The channel has sustained the trend of achieving phenomenal growth
in the Micro Insurance initiative undertaken by LIC. The initiatives undertaken by the department
reiterates the LIC’s commitment of making the dream of “Financial Inclusion” a reality. MI has
achieved its business targets in the second consecutive year by completing 38.27 lac policies
with a growth rate of 29.67% and First Premium of ` 46.42 crore. Micro Insurance business
channel has crossed the historic 1crore policy mark in the short span of five years of its existence.
The MI business channel has provided valuable insurance cover to 11.24 million policy holders
who belong to the most vulnerable segment of the society as a part of Financial Inclusion. The
Micro Insurance channel’s contribution to the total new business performance of the
Corporation has increased from 7.97% in 2010-11 to 10.71% in 2011-12.

The Micro Insurance policies are sold through a specialized well placed distribution channel
comprising of NGOs, SHGs, MFIs, Corporate Agents, select conventional agents and Section
25 companies. We have 11546 MI agents on roll as at 31.03.2012 operating through 74832
Specified Persons. We have declared 493 villages as “Madhur Bimagram” under which each
such village gets an incentive in the form of a community amenity financed by LIC.

f) HEALTH  INSURANCE

During the year 2011-12, we have registered 245% growth in policies and 41% growth in First
Premium under our Health Insurance portfolio. We have sold 2,33,564 Health Insurance policies
with a First Premium Income of ` 81.7 crore during the year.

Our Health Insurance Division has started its operations at Hyderabad from February 2008
with an objective of tapping the vast health Insurance market through suitable Health Insurance
products and services. So far, we have covered 10,76,358 lives under our Health Insurance
policies upto 31.03.2012.

In view of the huge market for non-single & non-linked Health Insurance in Individual category,
we have launched a new Fixed Benefit Health Insurance plan ‘Jeevan Arogya’ on 01.06.2011
which has been quite successful. We have sold 2,20,782 policies under this new plan with a
premium income of ` 69.77 crore during the year 2011-12 and captured a market share of 64%*
in this market of non-Single & non-linked Health Insurance in Individual Category with our
new Policy and 48% share in First Premium as at 31.03.2012.

This product (the new Jeevan Arogya) has won the ‘Golden Peacock Innovative Product/
Service Award 2011’ for its innovative features and benefits.

An amount of `12.18 crore was paid towards settlement of 6536 health insurance claims during
the year 2011-12. We have engaged 8 Third Party Administrators (TPAs) covering the entire
length and breadth of the country for quick servicing.

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g) DIRECT MARKETING

Direct Marketing Channel started with 138 Direct Sales Executives (DSEs) and 6 Units as on 1st August,
2009 and today  LIC DIRECT is fastest growing and highly productive Channel.

This vertical was started with an objective of “CREATING NEW SYSTEMS FOR BUSINESS GENERATION,
SALES PROCESS MONITORING AND BUSINESS PROCESSING WITH A VIEW TO REACH OUT TO
UNTAPPED MARKETS AND PROVIDING IMPROVED BUYING EXPERIENCE TO CUSTOMERS”.

This Channel drives with the values viz., Passion, Performance and Professionalism. These values and
committed professional sales force provide excellent buying experience to customers with enhanced
use of IT. In a short span of two and a half years, Channel has a customer base of approximately 1.5 lakh
which is growing at almost 50% on month on month basis.

The Channel procured a New Business of ` 264.14 crore FP with 87578 policies  showing a growth of
83% in FPI over previous year.  LIC Direct is ahead of five private companies in New Business as on
31.03.2012.  The Channel is shaping up as a highly productive channel as revealed by the higher
productivity of DSEs and higher ticket size of policies.

During the year 2011-12, the Channel expanded its presence to 116 Direct Marketing Units with 3377
professionally trained Direct Sales Executives (DSEs) from 86 centres and 2380 DSEs in 2010-11.

A robust Lead Management System (LMS) gives a comprehensive picture of the level of activity and quality
of the intermediaries and enables the department to initiate timely corrective and preventive action. The
channel, through the effective use of LMS has been able to ensure fast response to queries to successfully
position the Corporation as a responsive organization sensitive to changing customers’ expectations.

Our latest initiative of setting up a call centre at Vile Parle, Mumbai and the upcoming online sale of
policies is also expected to take LIC to new levels, as an organization in tune with the times.

12. AGENTS

a) Agency Strength

The total number of Agents on our Roll is 12,78,234 as at 31.03.2012 as against 13,37,064 as on
31.03.2011.  The number of Active Agents is 12,14,111 as at 31.03.2012 as compared to 12,93,816
as on 31.03.2011.

b) Agent's Club Membership :

In order to motivate and recognize high performers amongst agents a premium Club called the
“Corporate Club” was formed w.e.f the Membership Year 2004-05.

The other 5 clubs which were formed to recognize Agents who perform consistently year after year,
viz. Chairman, Zonal Manager, Divisional Manager, Branch Manager and Distinguished Agents,
have also shown good growth.

c) Career Agents Scheme

The Corporation has a scheme for Urban Career Agents and Rural Career Agents to promote the
cause of professionalizing the agency force. They are given stipends at the start of their career to
enable them to settle down in the profession. As on 31.3.2012 there are 12947 Urban Career
Agents and 13485 Rural Career Agents.
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City Career Agents Scheme was introduced in 2010 to provide all Development Officers an
opportunity to recruit stipendiary agents.

d) Chief Life Insurance Advisor Scheme, 2008

The Corporation introduced the above scheme on 12.04.2008 with an objective of increasing its
market presence through more agents by utilizing capabilities of existing high performing agents
for organisational growth.

In the fourth year of the scheme as on 31.03.2012, The CLIA channel had a  First Premium
Income of ` 2136.67 crore with 27,05,616 policies generated with the help of 1,47,214 agents on
roll supervised by 26,738 Active Chief Life Insurance Advisors.

e) Authorised Agents

Keeping in tune with the increasing customer expectation for more conveniences in premium
payments and servicing, the Corporation has empowered select Agents to collect the renewal
premium through “Premium Points”.  Number of such “Premium Points” across the country
increased to 19,825 as on 31.03.2012 as against 15,567 as on 31.03.2011. An amount of
` 16820.47 crore renewal premium was collected by these empowered agents who have issued
3.97 crore renewal premium receipts to the LIC customers.

13. OVERSEAS OPERATION

a) Foreign Branches :

The Corporation directly operates through its branch offices in Mauritius (Port Louis), Fiji (Suva &
Lautoka) and United Kingdom (Wembley). During the year 2011-12 these foreign branches
together issued 11,465 policies with First Premium Income of ` 49.84 crore.

b) Foreign Joint Venture Companies:

❖ Life Insurance  Corporation (International)B.S.C.(c),Bahrain:

LIC (International) B.S.C. (c), Bahrain was established in Bahrain as a joint venture company
which commenced its operations on 23rd July, 1989 catering to the life insurance needs of
Non-Resident Indians (NRIs) and local population in the Gulf by issuing life insurance
policies in US Dollars.  The company operates in 5 GCC countries of Bahrain, Kuwait, UAE
(Dubai & Abu Dhabi), Qatar and Oman. For the year ended 31.12.2011, the Company
earned a Net Total Premium of about ` 627 crore.

❖ Life Insurance Corporation (Nepal) Ltd:

LIC (Nepal) Ltd., a joint venture company between LIC of India and M/S Vishal Group of
companies in the Republic of Nepal was established on 03.12.2001. It is a listed company
whose shares are traded on the Nepal Stock Exchange. For the FY ended 15.07.2011, the
Company earned a Net Total Premium of about ` 116 crore.

❖ Life Insurance Corporation (Lanka)Ltd.:

LIC (Lanka) Ltd., a joint venture company between LIC of India and M/S Bartleet Transcapital

Saudi Indian Company for Co-operative Insurance (SICCI), a joint venture company between
LIC of India, LIC (International) B.S.C.(c), Bahrain, New India Assurance Company Limited,
Al-Hokair Group and public from Saudi Arabia was established on 17th July, 2007 in Saudi
Arabia. LIC of India & LIC (International) B.S.C. (c), Bahrain hold 10.2% share each. The
Company transacts both life and non-life business. For the year ended 31.12.2011, the
Company earned a Net Total Premium of about ` 92 Crore.

LIC Pension Fund Ltd. has been sponsored by LIC of India with a specific purpose of managing
pension funds under National Pension System (formerly known as New Pension System),
regulated by the Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority (PFRDA) for the employees
of Central Govt. (excluding Defence Services) who have joined services w.e.f 01.01.2004.  For
State Govt. employees, this scheme is applicable as per above as and when it is adopted by the
respective State Govt.

LIC Pension Fund Ltd. is a fund management company.  LIC Pension Fund Ltd. manages 3
schemes of National Pension System i.e Central Govt. Scheme w.e.f 02.04.2008, State Govt.
Scheme w.e.f 25.06.2009 and NPS Lite (Govt.  pattern) since 04.10.2010.  The authorized capital
of the company is `25 crore and paid up capital is `15 crore.

LIC Pension Fund Ltd. started its operations with allocation of 5% Central Govt. National Pension
System Fund in the year 2008-09 which is currently fixed at 34% for the year 2012-13.

During the year 2011-12, LIC Pension Fund Ltd received an amount of `1905.91 crore under 3
schemes. The total Assets Under Management (AUM) was `3968.94 crore as on 31.03.2012.

The Net Asset Value of Central Govt. Scheme as on 31.03.2012 was `14.1604, that of State Govt.
Scheme was `12.5339 and that of NPS Lite (Govt. pattern) was ̀ 11.4876 translating an annualized
return of 10.3939% for Central Govt. Scheme, 9.1481% for State Govt. Scheme and 9.9628% for
NPS Lite (Govt.  pattern) as at 31.03.2012.

d) LIC Cards Services Ltd.

LIC Cards Services Limited, a wholly owned company of LIC of India was incorporated on
11.11.2008 with an objective to provide Credit Card Services to our policyholders, agents and
employees through strategic alliances. LIC CSL is operational in select 29 city centres.

With a view to extend the product line and  improve the quality of card issuance the company has
entered into a tie up with Axis Bank in the year 2011 and distributed 6636 Cards during the
financial year 2011-2012. Presently there are four Card Variants namely “ Gold Card, Titanium
Card, Platinum Card and Signature Card. LIC CSL has distributed 35868 Cards as on 31.03.2012.

15. CUSTOMER RELATIONSHIP MANAGEMENT (CRM)

Settlement of Claims

Settlement of claims is a very important service to the policyholders.  LIC has laid emphasis on
expeditious settlement of maturity as well as death claims.  During the year 2011-12, the
Corporation has settled 1.91 Crore claims for ` 71,493.17 Crore (Including Micro Insurance and
Pension & Group Schemes) compared to 1.90 Crore claims for ` 57,490.29 Crore in the previous
year.  The percentage of claims outstanding at the end of the year to the claims payable during the
year is 0.53% as on 31st March, 2012 compared to 0.40% last year.  During 2011-12, 93.19% of
Maturity claims under Individual insurance were settled on or before the date of maturity.

The figures in respect of settlement of claims (Individual+P&GS+Micro Insurance) for the last
three years are given in Table 8.

Alternate Channels of  Premium Payment:

This refers to the facilities provided for the customer to pay the premium anywhere & anytime
using payment option like standing instructions to bank, by means of Credit/Debit Cards or Net
Banking facility, through cash or cheque, remittance in a collection centre of Bank, authorized
service provider or Select Agent/Dev. Officer.
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The customer has the option to pay premiums through Alternate Channels for policies where
all earlier authorized dues has been paid and which are not under Salary Savings Scheme
(SSS).  For the year 2011-12, 27% total renewal premium transactions was received through
Alternate Channels.The various alternate channels for collection of premium are as under:

A. Offline payment channels where premium receipt is sent by post:

1. Electronic Clearance System (ECS): This facility is  presently  available  at  all  89  centres
enabled by RBI for ECS. Regional ECS is now available at all locations in 3 states  - Tamil
Nadu, Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka. Through ECS, RECS, premium can be collected for
ULIP and Health Insurance (HI) policies also.

2. Electronic Bill Presentation and Payment (EBPP): Premium can be paid through various
Banks like Citi Bank, HDFC, ICICI, Federal Bank, Corporation Bank, Axis Bank, LIC Credit
Cards and through Service Providers – Bill Desk and Tech Process throughout the country.
Premium can be also paid through Credit Card (Citibank Cards, ICICI Bank Cards, HDFC
Bank Cards, Axis Bank Cards, American Express Cards, Diners Cards, RBS Cards, IndusInd
Cards, SBI Cards, and HSBC Cards) Barclays Cards, LIC Credit Cards (Corporation Bank
& Axis Bank) availing this facility.

3. ATM: Premium can be paid through any  ATM of  Corporation  Bank  and  Axis  Bank  also.
Through EBPP & ATM, Premium can be collected for in force policies only which are NOT
with Monthly / Salary Savings Scheme (SSS) mode or under ULIP or Health Insurance plan.

B. Online Payment channels, Valid Receipt issued instantly:

4. Customers’ Portal  Payment Gateway: Online  premium  payment  on  LIC  Website,
www.licindia.in with the help of Net Banking Facility of 50 major Banks and 26 Debit Cards.
Premium can be paid for ULIP policies (excluding Health Insurance plan) also.

5. Banks: Premium can be paid at any of the Branches /Extension Counter of Corporation Bank
and Axis Bank.

 6. Premium collection through Franchisees:

Premium can be collected only in CASH.Receipts are issued by the collection centre.

No service charges are required to be paid to the collection centre to avail this facility.

7. Senior Business Associate (SBA):
Selected Development officers are authorized to collect the premium on line and issue
receipt instantly. Premium can be collected for conventional and ULIP (other than Health
Insurance) policies by cash upto ` 5 lakh and cheques with no upper limit.

8. Empowered Agents:

Keeping pace with increasing customer expectation for more conveniences in policy
servicing, Corporation has empowered select Agents to collect renewal premium. At present,
there are more than 23378 authorized Agents across the country, who can collect the
premium (including ULIP but excluding HI Policies) in CASH or CHEQUE and issue a valid
receipt instantly.

9. Retired Employees Collection Payment:

Some Retired Employees are also authorized to collect the premium on line and issue
receipt instantly. Premium can be collected for conventional and ULIP (other than Health
Insurance) policies.

Policy information through SMS: Customers can get information on loan available, bonus
accrual, revival quotation, premium position and nomination status by sending SMS at
56677 and typing asklic <policy number > <information required>.
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Customers’ Grievance Redressal

The Corporation has Grievance Redressal Officers at Branch/ Divisional/ Zonal/ Central Office to
redress grievances of customers. Their names and their availability timings are published in
newspapers of wide circulation, from time to time and also available on our website. The spirit of
customer relations and customer care has been ingrained in our complaint redressal system
with emphasis on placing customer oriented personnel at all touch points. IT enabled proactive
support  system  has  been  operationalised  to  reduce  manual  interventions  and  minimize
grievances. In our endeavor for enhancing  customer  satisfaction,  stringent  bench-marks as
laid down in the Citizens’ charter are being followed scrupulously.

Claimants aggrieved by the decision of policy death claim repudiation have the facility of referring
their cases for review to Zonal Office CRC (Claims Review Committee) or Central office CRC.
Retired HC/DC Judge is a sitting member of the Claims Review Committee. 2382 appeals were
reviewed during the year 2011-12 and payment (including ex-gratia) has been approved in 842
appeals by the Claims Review Committees.

Insurance  Ombudsmen  in  the  country  at  Ahmedabad,  Bhopal,  Bhubaneshwar, Chandigarh,
Chennai, Delhi, Guwahati, Hyderabad, Kochi, Kolkata, Lucknow and Mumbai are providing low
cost and speedy arbitration to customers.

For  ensuring  quick  redressal of customer grievances, Corporation has introduced Customer
friendly  Integrated  Complaint  Management System through our Customer Portal (website)
which is  http://www.licindia.in,  where policy holder can directly register complaint/grievance
and track its status.

IVRS (Integrated Voice Response System)

IVRS are operating 24x7 from 15 cities, providing information to our customers. Any customer can
contact our IVRS by dialing Universal Access Number (UAN) 1251.

Customer Zones:

Customer Zones have been conceptualized as a ‘one-stop centre’ for resolution of all servicing
needs of a customer, with special emphasis on ‘Quality Experience’. At present, 73 Customer
Zones are operational throughout India.

Annuity Payments:

Annuity policies serve the purpose of secured and guaranteed returns in old age. We have over
12 lakh policies where annuities are being paid. Eleven Individual Pension Plan (IPP) Cells
throughout India take care of administration and servicing of these policies. Annuity payments are
made through NEFT/ECS-direct to the Bank account of the annuitants.

16. CORPORATE COMMUNICATION

The thrust for the year 2011-12 was to fortify “Brand LIC’ and to reinforce the brand connect with
emerging market segments. Consistent media presence was ensured in national and regional
media.

16 campaigns in newspapers were done during the year consisting of new product launches,
Insurance Day, CRM information, product advertisements etc. In magazines, we had consistent
coverage of our products in 70 magazines. Radio jingles for products were aired on 104 radio
stations on FM channels, and 30 radio stations on All India Radio. High-impact sports-related
properties were also used to gain better mileage.

We had consistent presence on television, involving 104 channels, both national and regional,
across various genres. The genre included were GECs, News, Movies, Infotainment, Music, Kids,
Lifestyle etc. Major branding initiatives like the ‘Indian of the year’ on NDTV, ‘Swastha Bharat Samman’
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on Zee Network and James Bond Movie festival were also done. The theme ‘Why go anywhere else’

was reinforced during the year.

We were present in many outdoor events across the country covering various segments of the

society.

We made our presence on 34 websites across portals through seven campaigns. In Social media,

our presence was felt in 8 major websites like Facebook, Orkut, Twitter, Youtube etc. We have a

leading presence in the social media with the largest presence among the BFSI sector.

Our campaigns focused on the strengthening of the iconic brand and reinforcing the brand to make

it a preferred choice.

The North Central Zone received the highest number of appeals (604) followed by North Zone

(405) and Western Zone (247). The North Central Zone attended the highest number of hearing

cases (56), followed by North Zone (40) and East Central Zone (18).

The Central Information Commission issued 14 show cause notices. However, Compensation

of `35,000 was awarded to appellants in three cases during the financial year 2011-12 {(`25,000)

WZ, (`5,000) NZ and (`5,000) NCZ}. A penalty of ` 15250 was imposed in this year for a previous

year’s case.

b) Administrative Personnel Training

20. MANAGEMENT DEVELOPMENT CENTRE

In a competitive environment, the only resource which cannot be replicated by competitors is the
‘Human Resource’. In the final reckoning, competition between companies is actually competition
between the competencies of the respective human resources.  It is the training  intervention that helps
in optimizing the utilization of the human resources in the furtherance of organizational goals, through
a systematic process of development of their competencies.  Committing adequate resources to
training also demonstrates the Corporate will to keep the human resources on the cutting edge of
knowledge and best practices.

MDC is playing a vital role in aligning the learning initiatives to the business goals of the Corporation by
imparting managerial and functional training to the Middle and Senior Level Managers and thereby
ensuring constant growth in the quality of our human resources.  MDC has conducted 109 training
programmes in 2011-2012 in which training was imparted to 2197 participants.

In keeping with the strategic organizational initiative to develop world class managerial competencies,
49 participants of the Post Graduate Executive Programme, being conducted in collaboration with I.I.M.
Ahmedabad, are poised to complete the programme in April 2012.

21. OFFICIAL LANGUAGE IMPLEMENTATION

To ensure compliance of various provisions of Official Language Act, 1963 and Official Language
Rules, 1976, necessary action was taken by all the Offices situated in regions ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’.  During the
year all Offices of the Corporation showed satisfactory progress with regard to implementation of
Official Language and concerted efforts continued to further increase the use of Official Language.
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22. ENGINEERING ACTIVITIES
During the year the corporation completed construction of buildings for 15 Branch Offices, 1 Divisional
Office, 86 residential units at 13 locations and 380 flats under Policy Holders Housing Scheme. Also 5
Divisional offices and 51 branch offices were modernized, taking the total number of modernized
branch offices to 877 nos. and Divisional Offices to 33 nos. State of art infrastructure work for 57
Conventional Satellite offices, 17 CLIA SO, 17 Customer Zones were also completed.

Apart from this, works in respect of 25 Branch offices, 2 Divisional offices and 123 Residential Units in
22 locations, 196 flats under Policy Holders Housing Scheme at 5 locations and 3 Investment Buildings
are in progress.

During the year, the Corporation invested ` 87.50 crore for construction of buildings including PHHS.
Also, we have earned revenue amounting to `111.49 lakh through consultancy & we have achieved a
saving of ` 92.00 lakh through Energy Audit.

23. STRATEGIC BUSINESS UNIT - ESTATES
Gross Revenue from Estate Portfolio of the Corporation for the current year as on 31.03.2012 is
` 217.95 crore as against `199.00 crore of previous year ending 31.03.2011. This reflects a growth of
9.52% over the previous year.

Net surplus generated for the year 2011-12 amounted to `110.14 crore as against `134.56 crore in
2010-11.

The marginal decline in net rental income was because of higher expenses incurred for payment of
arrears of property tax in Mumbai. The amount of Rent Unadjusted Deposit Account (RUDA) is `82.97
crore as at 31.03.2012 as against 109.99 crore as at 31.03.2011.

During the course of the year 2011-12, 7 plots were purchased for construction of our own Office
buildings and Investment buildings. An amount of `56.63 crore was invested towards the above
acquisition.

24. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
The year 2011-12, saw a consolidation of major technology initiatives such as Corporate Active Data
Warehouse (CADW), Portal & launch of Mobile Applications resulting in tremendous value addition for
our customers.  This year also saw the modernization of our Core Insurance systems and the
implementation of Video Conferencing linking the Offices of the Organization.

Channels for premium Payment
It has been our constant endeavor to bring in more and more services for the convenience of our
policyholders. Facilities such as Premium Points, Life Plus centers, Online Premium payments, Axis
Bank Counters, franchisees namely Suvidhaa, AP Online, MP Online EasyBill, etc. are available
throughout India to facilitate renewal premium payments. At these offices, policyholders can pay renewal
premiums and get an authorized receipt for the payment made, round the clock. More than 20500
Empowered Agents, 1100 Senior Business Associates and 5000 franchisees, etc. were collecting
premiums from the Policy Holders during the previous financial year. The share of such alternative
channels of premium payment has reached 27% of all India premium collection transactions during
the last F.Y. 2011-12, with more than 6.4 crore policy holders benefiting from these facilities.

SMS based enquiry services have been introduced which can be used by our customers for gathering
information relating to the Due date of the next premium, Nomination, Bonus, Loan and Revival details
etc., by sending a simple sms message: “asklic policy no. premium/ nom/bonus /loan /revival” to the
number 56677.

New facilities for Customers through Android based Mobiles:
In a significant customer focused initiative taken by the IT team last year, viz., our first ever Mobile-based
application, developed completely in-house, for the Android Operating System was launched for the
general public. The application has been very successful with more than 35,000 people downloading
and using the software, so far. This has enabled us to reach our young customers and Agents and
opened up one more channel for providing customer service.

‘LICMobile” mobile app is available at Google Play under the “Finance” category in “Free” apps and it
can be downloaded using the URL:https://play.google.com/store/apps/details?id=com.lic.MobileApp.

The following features are available in the mobile app for customers:
1. View policy details
2. Premium Calculator
3. Information about LIC’s various plans
4. Compare premium for plans
5. Apply for a product and prospect get professional advice and help for purchase of the product
6. Branch locator
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Corporate Active Data Warehouse (CADW)

LIC’s CADW is one of the largest life insurance customer databases in the world.

The Warehouse has enabled LIC to launch various Customer focused Campaigns like the Customer
Contact Programs and various targeted marketing campaigns. A major achievement has been to send
a single notice for premium falling due in the same month for various policies of an individual customer.
The project was also successfully used for generating marketing leads. All these initiatives launched
have not only generated huge ROI but have also made the Brand LIC more visible in the eyes of the
customers.

New Initiatives: Video Conferencing

In a major initiative, all Divisions were provided with Video Conferencing units, enabling a seamless
flow of information between offices from Divisional Office onwards. This has also brought about huge
savings in costs and cut down the delay which could have occurred if the interaction required the
participants to travel to a meeting place.

25. INTERNAL AUDIT

The audit of all Branch/Divisional/Zonal Offices and Central Office Departments of the Corporation for
the year 2011-12 has been duly completed as on 31st March, 2012.

In keeping with our practice of improving our systems and procedures through the use of IT as a tool,
audit packages are being used so that our Auditors are able to carry out the audit in a Front End
Applications Package (FEAP) environment.  Information Systems Audit was conducted in    521 (24.56%)
of our Branches in 2011-12.

26. INSPECTION

During the year 2011-12, Inspection Exercise as a pre-emptive measure to prevent system lapses was
conducted in all the Offices of the Corporation and 470 branches and 16 divisional offices have been
rated “Excellent”. The focus was on total observance of Corporation’s Guidelines on all matters. In
addition to yearly inspection, Special Inspection of 15% of Branches for observance of KYC Norms and
AML Guidelines and selected branches for New Business Closing was carried out. The Inspection
Reports issued on the basis of outcomes of the Inspection Exercise were analysed and strict compliance
called for. As on 31.03.2012, 98% of the Reports have been closed after adequate confirmation and
certification.

27. UNDERWRITING & REINSURANCE
The vision of the Underwriting and Reinsurance Department is to be the best in the Life Insurance
Industry in selection of lives and in service to stakeholders at all levels. Processes were reengineered,
rules were revised, outcomes and decisions were standardized to ensure seamless efficiency.

Reinsurance

For the first time in the history of the Corporation a comprehensive reinsurance module was created. It
is a matter of great satisfaction that it was done purely in-house and all the actuarial calculations where
transformed into computer programs. Reinsurance cessions were created through this module and
bordereaux was submitted to the Reinsurers.

Online Policy

The systems and procedure for selling and completing Online policies was developed by the
Underwriting & Reinsurance Department in collaboration with IT Department using 100 % in-house
talent. Online sale of Jeevan Akshay plan was ready for launch during the year.

Automated Rule Engine

The Rule Engine driven, End to End Underwriting, a reengineered business process whereby select
Development Officers (SBAs) were empowered to underwrite proposals Online with the help of the
automated rule engine resulted in 3732 proposals being underwritten and a First Premium of ` 1.78
crore being collected through the process.
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Live MIS

Live MIS developed during the year, for Central Office, Zones and Divisions resulted into considerable
reduction of turn around time, real time intimation of underwriting decisions to the Branches from all the
higher Offices, speedy completion, timely compliance of requirements, advance manpower planning,
time lag analysis and output analysis.

Online Life Guide

The revised On Line Life Guide of our Reinsurer M/S Swiss Re was implemented at the Central Office
and Zonal Offices. The new version of the Online Life Guide provided revised ratings for various
impairments and the latest cardiovascular risk and diabetes mellitus calculator. The rationale behind
the combined calculator was that cardiovascular cause specific mortality is improving. Further mortality
and morbidity has improved for both type 1 and type 2 diabetes, which has resulted in reducing the
overall extra mortality rating considerably. In short, it helped in offering our customers better rates.

Financial Underwriting

� Relaxations were made in the underwriting rules for the Employer Employee scheme.

� To cater to Global Indians major changes were made in the underwriting rules for NRIs and
       Foreign Nationals of Indian origin.

� Major relaxations were made in the underwriting rules for Jeevan Vriddhi plan and single premium
       plans.

Online Quality Audit

Underwriting is done at various levels and the decisions may vary. In order to standardize the underwriting
decisions for the first time, online quality audits of decisions by lower offices were conducted by the
Central Office.

Online Quality audit of the opinion of the Divisional Medical Referees-DMR (primarily on cardiac
evaluation of risks) was undertaken by the Senior Medical Officer at the Central office for the first time
and professional inputs were given to the DMRs wherever necessary.

Upgrading skills

There has been a major focus on upgrading the knowledge / skills of the underwriters at our Office with
a view to build the best underwriters in the Life Insurance Industry. Underwriters were deputed for
seminars conducted by Swiss Re, Munich Re, Association of Insurance Underwriters to make them
conversant with the latest trends in underwriting. The new entrants were exposed to rigorous 8 week
training module with hands on experience for underwriting high sum assured and complicated cases.
In addition to the above training inputs, 13 officers successfully completed the On Line Training Module
of Swiss Re. In-house training was conducted for Underwriters in Divisions. Zonal underwriters were
trained from CO through video conferencing.

To enhance, upgrade and sharpen the IT skills, officials working on the project area were periodically
sent to training on different IT related areas. The trainings were conducted by renowned training
institutes. Areas covered were SQL, Java, BRMS etc.

Quality of medical examination

Our Senior Medical Officer was exposed to a special seminar on Insurance Medicine by Reinsurers.
The department initiated revision in the fees payable to medical examiners and the fees payable to
Divisional Medical Referees, Zonal Medical Referees and medical officers at Central Office to make the
medical examination profession in the Corporation competitive and to attract good doctors.
Implementation of the same will be effected in the current year. Regular quality control visits are
conducted by Regional Managers (Actuarial) and Managers (New Business) to the Diagnostic Centres
on a regular basis and action taken.

All the above initiatives resulted in a very successful completion of all the cases of the year 2011-12 to
the satisfaction of all stakeholders.
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28. VIGILANCE
Vigilance activities were focused during the year with the aim to have Effective Vigilance Administration
in the organization

Special efforts were made for disposal of vigilance cases with focus on those pending for more than
one year.

Besides expediting disposal of Vigilance cases, emphasis was also laid on Preventive Vigilance through
dissemination of information on areas susceptible to vigilance.

Efforts were also made to create vigilance awareness amongst all the stakeholders in the organization
Strict adherence to CVC guidelines is being ensured in the areas of Stores Purchase and Building
Contracts.

29. NOMINEE DIRECTORS
The Corporation appoints Nominee Directors on the Board of the Companies where it has substantial
stake by way of Debt or Equity.  Nominees are officials of the Corporation who are in service or retired.
Adequate systems are in place to review and guide the Nominee Directors from time to time.
Appointment of Nominee Directors is periodically reviewed.  Nominee Directors provide feedback with
regard to operations, problems, prospects and corporate governance standards etc.

Being an integral part of the follow-up mechanism of the financial institutions, the Nominee Directors
report to the Corporation on important matters discussed at the Board Meetings / other related committee
meetings or any other issue which deserves attention of the Corporation.  Points of concern raised by
Nominee Directors in their reports are taken up with the company or jointly with other Institutions if
required.  The Nominee Directors, however are Independent Directors appointed as Non-executive
Directors and are not connected with day to day operational matters of the company.

30. RISK MANAGEMENT
Corporation’s continued focus would be to efficiently manage risk and returns by implementing
comprehensive risk management policies, risk adjusted investment decisions and incorporating a
strong risk mitigation culture. The Investment Policy, Risk Management Policy, Asset – Liability
Management Policy along with the manual on Standard Operating Procedures for the Investment
functions ensures systematic management of Corporation’s Investment risks. Corporation has Board
level Committees for “Risk Management” and “Asset – Liability Management,” to suitably guide it in
implementation of best practices in the respective areas. Corporation is committed to enhance the
scope of risk management throughout the organization by initiating steps in the area of Enterprise wide
Risk Management (ERM) in the coming year.

31. CORPORATE GOVERNANCE
Adherence to good Corporate Governance is an integral part of the philosophy of LIC’s business
conduct. The driving forces behind institutionalizing the practices of good Corporate Governance are
various proactive measures, initiatives and guidance by the Government, LIC Board and its Sub
Committees alongwith LIC’s Human Resources and Agents. Our practice of operational transparency,
information sharing, accountability and ensuring dialogue with all the stakeholders in addition to
formulation of value-based policies and practices at all levels made us to imbibe good Corporate
Governance. This has enabled us to enhance our Brand Equity, strengthen stake of shareholders and
maintain a healthy environment within the organization. This has led to a committed organizational
focus on the customer service which in turn has contributed to a good growth in business.

32. BOARD MEETINGS
Board meetings as per regulations are generally held once in three months. During the last year, six
Board Meetings were held. In addition to policy matters, the Board provides strategic direction and
execution, ensures financial discipline and accountability to the policy holders and also ensures the
interest of the policyholders and stakeholders.

As per section 19 of Life Insurance Corporation Act, 1956, Executive Committee and Investment
Committee are formed by the Board. Further Building Advisory Committee and Audit Committee has
also been formed. One more committee has been formed by the Board in the FY 2011-12 called the
Social Security Committee.  As per the Corporate Governance Guidelines of IRDA other sub committees
of the Board have been formed viz. 1)Risk Management Committee 2) Asset Liability  Management
Committee and 3) Policyholder Protection Committee.
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33. CENTRAL MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE (CMC)

Meetings of the Central Management Committee are held every month. Review of Corporation
business, formulation and execution of strategies and various issues of concern are discussed.
Zonal Managers and Heads of Department of Central Office, interact on various issues of the
organization.

34. ZONAL ADVISORY BOARD (ZAB)

ZABs are constituted for each Zone, which are competent to discuss and review all matters and
policies of the Zone.

35. POLICYHOLDERS’ COUNCIL (PHC)

Policyholders’ Councils are constituted in each division. PHCs discuss all the matters which relate to
the servicing of the policyholders like service to the Policyholders, Outstanding Claims, Progress of
New Business, Publicity activities etc.

36. DIRECTION AS PER LIC ACT

No directives were received from the Government of India as per Section 21 of Life Insurance
Corporation Act, 1956 during the year.

37. AUDITORS

With the previous approval of the Central Government, ten Audit Firms were appointed as Statutory
Auditors for the year 2011-12. The names and address of firms are given in Appendix – II (page no.108)

3) Actuarial Assumptions for valuation of liabilities for life policies in force:
The Corporation’s Life Insurance Business consists of linked and non-linked business under Individual and Group contracts. The
non - linked business consists of Participating Assurance/Annuity/Pension policies and Non-participating Assurance/ Annuity/
Individual Health policies with majority of Group policies written under non-participating assurances.  The linked business consists
of Non-participating Assurance/Annuity/Individual Health policies with a very small proportion of linked assurance business written
under Group contracts. Some of these policies have riders attached to them such as Critical Illness, Term Assurance and Accident
Benefit, including Accidental Disability Benefit.
The Linked Non-Par Business consists of :

� 3 funds namely, Balanced Fund, Risk Fund and Secured Fund for Bima Plus Plan

� 4 funds namely, Bond Fund, Income Fund, Balanced Fund and Growth Fund for each of Future Plus Plan and Gratuity Plus
Plan (Group Business)

� 4 funds namely, Bond Fund, Secured Fund, Balanced Fund and Growth Fund for each of the plans Jeevan Plus, Money Plus,
Market Plus, Fortune Plus, Profit Plus, Money plus1, Market plus1, Child Fortune Plus, Jeevan Sathi Plus and Endowment
Plus.

� Wealth Plus fund for Wealth Plus Plan.

� Samridhi Plus fund for Samridhi Plus Plan

� Health Plus fund for Health Plus Plan and Health Protection Plus fund for Health Protection Plus Plan

� Mixed Fund and Debt Fund for Pension Plus Plan.
The Valuation liability for individual policies on our books as at March 31, 2012 has been calculated actuarially for each policy by
using prospective gross premium or retrospective reserve method of valuation. It is ensured that the reserve for each policy is at
least equal to the guaranteed surrender value or special surrender value whichever is higher. It is also ensured that negative
reserve is set to zero while arriving at the reserve under a policy. The unit liability in respect of Linked business is taken as the
Net Asset Value of the units to the credit of policyholders as on the date of valuation. The non unit liability under the linked
business is calculated using the discounted cash flow method. The liabilities are calculated based on the assumptions for interest,
mortality, morbidity, expenses, inflation and bonuses wherever applicable. The liability for Group Cash Accumulation schemes
has been taken as the fund value of all such schemes as at 31st March 2012.  The liability in respect of Group Insurance schemes
has been arrived at as a percentage of one year renewal group term assurance premium.

The interest rates used for valuation vary according to the type of plan and it ranges from 6.90% to 9.10% p.a. depending on the
nature and term of the underlying assets and liabilities. The mortality rates used are based on the published Indian Assured Lives
Mortality (1994-96) modified ultimate table and LIC annuitants’ mortality a(1996-98) ult mortality table adjusted to reflect expected
experience and allowance for margin for any adverse deviation. Morbidity rates used are based on the Critical Illness Base Table
(CIBT 93, UK) which has been adopted by IRDA for use in India. Incidence rates for health plans are based on the reinsurer’s
incidence rates (Munich Re and Swiss Re) and these rates have been suitably modified for our use with margins included for
prudence.

The expense assumption for valuation was arrived at either as a percentage of premiums or a percentage of sum assured or as per
policy or a combination of these. The per policy expenses used for valuation vary according to the type of plan and status of the
policy and it ranges from Rs.70 per policy to Rs.590 per policy with an assumption for expense inflation at 3% p.a. Premium
related expenses ranges from 2.25% to 11% depending on the type of plan.

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While valuing Participating policies, the allowance for taxation and allocation of surplus to shareholders has been made by appropriately
rating up future reversionary bonuses reserved for the balance duration of the contract.  Additionally, reserves have been provided
for revival of lapsed policies, immediate increase in expenses in case the office is closed for new business, additional death due to
AIDS risk, incurred but not reported deaths (IBNR) and Catastrophe. The assumptions used for arriving at the reserves for above
mentioned items were determined based on a prudent assessment of the future experiences for the outstanding durations of the
policies as at the date of valuation allowing for margin for any adverse deviation. Further, in case of some of the linked plans, such
as Wealth Plus, Samridhi Plus, Jeevan Plus, Future plus and Pension Plus where there is a guarantee at maturity, cost of such
guarantee has been arrived at using stochastic methods. For Plans Bima Account I & II and Jeevan Sneha, the cost of interest
guarantee has been provided.  For plans where there are options which can be exercised by the policyholders, the most onerous
option has been taken for valuing these options.

As stipulated by IRDA, Fund for Future Appropriations (FFA) has been provided in case of individual linked policies.

Surplus emerging as a result of valuation of life insurance business has been allocated in accordance with the provisions of Section
28 of the LIC Act, 1956 which was amended by Parliament and given effect to by the Government of India vide its Gazette notification
dated 29th of March, 2012. The amended section of the Act provides that 90% or more of such surplus, as the Central Government
may approve, shall be allocated to or reserved for the policyholders. Government of India, vide letter dated 4th June, 2012, has
approved that the Surplus for the year 2011-12 is distributed to policyholders and shareholders (Government of India) in the ratio
95:5.

(B) SIGNIFICANT  ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

1. Basis of Preparation:
The Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with the generally accepted accounting principles and in accordance
with the provisions of the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority (Preparation of Financial Statements and Auditor’s
Report of Insurance Companies) Regulations 2002

2. Revenue Recognition:
a) Premiums are recognized as income when due, for which grace period has not expired and the previous installments have been

paid. In case of Linked Business, the due date for payment is taken as the date when the associated units are created.
b) Items of Income and Expenditure are generally accounted for on accrual basis unless otherwise stated.
c) Interest income in respect of all government securities, debt securities including loans, debentures and bonds, Pass Through

Certificate (PTC), mortgage loans is taken credit to the Revenue Account as per the guidelines issued by Insurance Regulatory
and Development Authority.

d) In respect of purchase or sale of Government and other approved securities from secondary market, interest for the broken
period is accounted on cash basis.

e) Interest, Dividend, Rent, etc. are accounted at gross value (before deduction of Income Tax)
f) In respect of loans, debentures and bonds, accrued interest as at the date of the balance sheet is calculated as per method of

calculation of simple interest mentioned in the loan document/information memorandum or such other document. In respect of
Government and other approved securities and mortgage loans, accrued interest as at the date of balance sheet is calculated
based on 360 days a year.

g) Profit or Loss on sale of Securities/Equities/ Mutual Fund is taken to Revenue only in the year of sale.
h) Dividend on equity where right to receive the same has fallen due on or before 31st March (i.e. dividend declared by the

company) is taken as income though received subsequently.
i) Interest on policy loans is accounted for on accrual basis.
j) Rental income in respect of rent/license fees which is in arrear for more than 6 months is not recognized as income.
k) Dividend on Preference shares/Mutual Fund is taken as income only on receipt.
l) Interest on application Money on purchase of debentures/bonds is accounted on cash basis.
m) Income on venture capital investment is accounted on cash basis.
n) Income from zero coupon bonds is accounted on accrual basis.
o) In case of non linked business, outstanding interest on NPAs as at balance sheet date is provided as interest suspense.
p) Premium on redemption/maturity is recognized as income on redemption/maturity.

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3. Acquisition Costs:

Acquisition Costs are expensed in the period in which they are incurred. Acquisition costs are those costs that vary with and

are primarily related to the acquisition of new and renewal insurance contracts.

4. Claims:

a) Claims costs consist of the policy benefit amount and claims settlement costs, wherever applicable.

b) Provision for outstanding death claims is made for those policies where the intimation of death has been received upto

31st March.

5. Investments:

A) Non Linked Business

a) Debt Securities including Government Securities and Redeemable Preference Shares are considered as ‘held to maturity’

and the value is disclosed at historical cost subject to amortization as follows:

(i) Debt Securities including Government Securities, where the book value is more than the face value, the premium will

be amortized on straight line basis over the balance period of holding/maturity.

(ii) Listed Redeemable Preference Shares, where the book value is more than the face value, the premium is amortized on

a straight line basis over the balance period of holding/maturity and are valued at amortised cost if last quoted price (not

later than 30 days prior to valuation date),  is higher than amortised cost. Provision for diminution is made if market

value is lower than amortised cost.

Unlisted Redeemable Preference Shares where the book value is more than the face value, the premium is amortized

on a straight line basis over the balance period of holding/maturity and are valued at amortised cost less provision

for  diminution.

Listed Irredeemable Preference Shares are valued at book value if last quoted price (not later than 30 days prior

to valuation date), is higher than book value. In case last quoted price is lower, it is valued at book value less provision

for diminution.

Unlisted Irredeemable Preference Shares are valued at book value less provision for diminution.

b) Listed equity securities that are traded in active markets and listed securities classified as strategic investments are measured

at fair value on the balance sheet date and the change in the carrying amount of equity securities is taken to Fair Value

Change Account.

c) Unlisted equity securities, unlisted & thinly traded strategic investments and listed equity securities that are not regularly

traded in active markets are measured at historical cost less provision for diminution in value of such investments. A security

classified as thinly traded as per guidelines governing mutual funds laid down from time to time by SEBI are considered as

being not actively traded.

d) All Investments are accounted on cash basis except for purchase or sale of equity shares & government securities from the

secondary market.

e) The value of Investment Properties is disclosed at the Revalued amounts and the change in the carrying amount of the

investment property is taken to Revaluation Reserve.

f) Mutual fund investments are valued on fair value basis as at the balance sheet date and the change in the carrying amount

of mutual fund is taken to Fair Value Change Account.

g) Investments in subsidiary companies, joint ventures and associates are disclosed at cost.

h) Investment in venture fund is valued at the NAV of the fund or cost whichever is lower.

i) Loans are measured at historical cost subject to impairment provisions.

j) Money Market Instruments are measured at book value.

B) Linked Business:

Valuation of Securities is in accordance with IRDA directives issued from time to time.

6. Fixed Assets:

a) Values of the fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation.

b) Property under construction and amounts paid for the properties taken in possession, pending documentation, are accounted

under ‘House Property and Land’.

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7. Depreciation:

Depreciation on fixed assets is provided using the straight line method, based on useful lives of assets as estimated by

the management.  Depreciation is charged on pro-rata basis for assets purchased/sold during the year. Leasehold land &

building is written off on a pro-rata basis

8. Liability for Life Policies:

The liabilities towards Policyholders are determined by the Corporation’s Appointed Actuary pursuant to his annual investigation

of the Corporation’s life insurance business.

9. Foreign Currency Transactions:

a) Life Fund relating to foreign business has been invested according to the statutory regulations of the respective

countries.

b) Financial Statements of branches in foreign countries as at the year end are prepared in accordance with local laws and

are translated at appropriate rates of exchange except for Suva (Fiji) branch, for which the conversion is done at appropriate

rates, from the financial statement as at 31st December, each year, since the accounts of the branch are prepared on

calendar year basis.

c) The exchange difference arising on account of the above is accounted for as per generally accepted accounting practice.

d) Investments made outside India by remittances sent from India are accounted for at original rupee cost or at the earliest

recorded rupee cost, where original cost is not available.

10. Asset Classification and Provisioning for Non-Performing Assets:

a) Assets representing Loans, Debentures and Bonds and Mortgage Loans against House Property are classified based on

record of recovery as:

i) Standard

ii) Sub-standard

iii) Doubtful and

iv) Loss Assets

As per the guidelines issued to Insurance Companies by Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority.

b) Provisioning for Non-Performing loans, debentures and bonds and Mortgage Loans against House Property is made as

per the guidelines issued by Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority.

11. Retirement Benefits:

a) Gratuity to employees is provided for (on the basis of Actuarial Valuation) through a Group Gratuity Insurance Policy

issued by the Corporation and as such, the liability in respect thereof, forms part of the Life Fund.

b) In respect of employees who have opted for Provident Fund Scheme, matching contribution is made to the Provident

Fund Trust.

c) In respect of employees who have opted for Pension Scheme, in lieu of Provident Fund Scheme, the Corporation’s

contribution is made to the Pension Fund Trust, in accordance with the Pension Rules notified by the Government of

India and the said contribution including past service contribution is made on the basis of Actuarial calculation.

d) Leave Encashment Benefits on retirement are provided for ( on the basis of Actuarial Valuation) through a Group Leave

Encashment Insurance Policy issued by the Corporation and as such, the liability in respect thereof, forms part of the

Life Fund.

12. Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets.

A Provision is made based on a reliable estimate when it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic

benefits will be required to settle an obligation. Contingent liabilities (other than policies), if material, are disclosed by way

of notes.

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MANAGEMENT REPORT FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH, 2012.

With respect to the operations of the Corporation for the Financial Year ended 31st March, 2012, the Management hereby confirms,
certifies and declares that:

1. The Corporation has obtained the Certificate of Renewal of Registration from the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority
and the same continues to be valid. The Corporation has complied with the terms and conditions of the registration stipulated by the
Authority.

2. The Corporation has paid all dues payable to the Statutory Authorities except:-

(a) The amounts deducted towards Income-tax from the salaries of the employees aggregating to ̀ .9.10 lacs (previous year ̀  1.15
lacs) in view of cases pending at various Courts.

(b) The amount deducted towards Income-tax from payments made to Building/Service Maintenance Contractors, Policyholders
and PF Authorities aggregating to ̀  3.88 lacs (previous year ̀ . 17.94 lacs).

3. During the year the Central Government has increased its capital in the Corporation from 5 crore to 100 crore in terms of amendment
in section 5 of Life Insurance Corporation Act, 1956.

4. The Management has not directly or indirectly invested outside India the funds of the holders of policies issued in India.

5. The Management confirms that the required solvency margin has been maintained as per IRDA Regulations.

6. The values of all the assets have been reviewed on the date of Balance-Sheet for any possible impairment and that in the opinion
of the Management the assets set forth in the Balance-Sheets are shown in the aggregate at amounts not exceeding their realizable
or market value under the headings “Loans”, “Investments”, “Agents balances”, “Outstanding Premiums”, “Interest, Dividends and
Rents outstanding”, “Interest, Dividends and  Rents accruing but not due”, “Amounts due from other persons or Bodies carrying on
insurance business”, “Sundry Debtors”, “Cash” and the several items specified under “Other Accounts”.

7. No part of the life insurance fund has been directly or indirectly applied in contravention of the provisions of the Insurance Act, 1938
(4 of 1938), relating to the application and investment of the Life Insurance Funds.

8. (a) The Investments are exposed to Credit, Liquidity and Interest rate risks.  We have been following the guidelines on Investments
prescribed by IRDA and Insurance Act, 1938.  The investments are capped company-wise and industry-wise.  Investments are
generally made in instruments, which are rated AA and above with continuous monitoring thereafter. Almost 55.62% of our
Investments are in Govt./Approved Securities ensuring protection against risks.

(b) The excess risk exposure over the retention limit of the Corporation is met through reinsurance with Swiss Re and Munich Re.

9. The Corporation has operations in three countries viz. U.K., Fiji and Mauritius.  We do not have any country risk as the policies in
these countries are offered in the respective country currency only and income received in the country is also invested  in the same
country except a small investment in U.K. through non U.K. equities.
