2,068 homes at Devanar for
Project Affected People
(PAP). Each flat will be 300
square feet and the project
will cost 682.83 crore.
Manoj Patil, assistant en-
gineer (building construc-
tion), eastern suburbs, said
the plots fall in M East Ward
and are popularly known as
‘600 Tenaments’. They are
owned by the BMC’s Estate
Department. “As per our
plan, six buildings will be

constructed on these two
plots. Each building will be
25 storeys,” he said.
Tenders will be distrib-
uted between August 13 and
September 2 and bidders

will have to pay Rs6.82 crore
as security deposit. An Es-
tate Department official
confirmed that the homes
are being built for PAPs.
