Mobile towers atop
Sewri bldgs illegal?

The State Human Rights
Commission (SHRC) has
taken cognisance of two com-
plaints, filed in 2019, regard-
ing the alleged illegal installa-
tion of mobile network towers
on the terraces of two co-
operative housing societies
(CHS) in Sewri. The commis-
sion has directed the BMC to
conduct an inquiry into the
matter and submit a fact-find-
ing report by today (May 28).

The complaints alleged that
Vodafone illegally installed
network towers on the ter-
races of Shivshankar CHS,
Mazgaon and Raza CHS,
Sewri. Talking to FPJ, com-
plainant Mohammed Naeem
Shaikh, who, in 2019, was
serving as the national presi-
dent of the AIM political
party.

The complaint read, “It has
been learned through reliable
sources that five large net-
work towers have been
installed on the terrace of
Shivshankar CHS with the
alleged help of the chairman,
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general secretary and treas-
urer” The radiation from
these towers is extremely
harmful and has already
affected a top-floor resident,
who has been diagnosed with
cancer, it claimed.

The rights' body has also
sought clarification from tele-
coms regarding the rules and
provisions governing network
tower installations. It has also
asked the civic body to specify
the penal provisions appli-
cable in cases of non-com-
pliance with government
guidelines.

Schizophrenia
